Overall lesson topic/title: Forests: A Michigan Natural Resource

Duration of time: 45 minutes
Rationale: Natural Resources are very important to the economy of our country. 	Procedures and approximate time allocated for each event  
LAUNCH (“BEFORE”) 
“Today, we are going to talk about a natural resource in Michigan.”

Pose question to students: “What is a natural resource?”

Students discuss question in small groups.

Allow time for students to discuss and write definition on paper.
(5 minutes)
EXPLORE (“DURING”) 
Begin power point.
· What is a natural resource?

· A large natural resource in Michigan.

“We are going to do an activity where you are going to discover where different Michigan forestry resources are located.”

Provide directions for activity:

· Place the outline of Michigan in the center of your group.
· Each person will receive 2 clue cards and only they can see their cards.

· Each person will read their cards.
· The group members will have to listen to the clues and mark where the resources are found on the map.

· “Remember, this is an activity where you need to listen to your group members and work as a team.”

Provide behavior expectations for activity:

· You need to make sure to keep the volume at an indoor level.
· If a group is getting too loud or they are not working well together that group will stop the activity.
· When your group is finished, discuss with your team members how well you think your team worked together, what are some things you could do better

· Do NOT eat your cookie until instructed to do so
Distribute MI outline cookie and clue cards.
Allow time for students to complete activity.

Take teacher observational notes of group communication.

Wrap up activity.

Finish power point.
· Threats to our forestry resource.
Allow students time to eat cookie in groups.

(35 minutes)
SUMMARIZE (“AFTER”)
Read student natural resource definitions.
Whole-class discussion: Ask students to share how their definition of natural resources changed.

Distribute exit slips:

1. Was your group able to find all of the resource locations in Michigan?

2. Did everyone participate equally in the activity?

3. What did your group do well to use the clues?

4. What could your group have done better?
(5 minutes)

All student responses are accepted. Students will feel comfortable to share their thoughts and misconceptions with their classmates.

Provide print-out of power point presentation.
Collaborate with students about what a natural resource is and what MI natural resource they are trying to find.
